Then, a special group
of LEGO judges choose the best model
in each age group (up to six vears old,
between the ages of seven and ten, and
ages eleven through fourteen). Three
young builders are then declared World
Building Champions! But even though
there are first-. second-. third-, and
fourth-place prizes. evenone is really a
winner!

Christoffer, Sam, and Craig had to say
about LEGOLAND Park. And they all
agree that competing for the LEGO World
Cup was "a little scary, but fun.”
